Located i Berin-Chanottenburg,
Soundfabrk Berlin — a premier recording
studio - has long baen a hub for musicians,
producers and audio professionals
Spanning 400 square metres on the top
fioor of a historic factory bullding, the studio
has undergone a major renovation and
expansion with the assisiance of renowned
architectural acoustic consulting, design
and media systems engineering firm,
WSDG. The renovation, completed in the
summer of 2024, includes the addition
of a slate-of-the-art Studio B, a compact
yel sophisticated space optmised for
immersive Dolby Atmos audio production.

Founded in 2013 as Blackbird Studios,
the facility was acquired by musicians
and entrepreneurs Guilherme Castelhano
and Julia Selbherr Castehanc in
2022. Upon taking ownership, both
envisioned transforming the space Into a
comprehensive creative environment for
praduction, songwrting and recording.
With & reputation for offering professional
sefvices in recording, mixing and
mastering, Soundfabrik has since grown
into a high-profite faciity, attracting clients
ke Deutsche Grammophon, Sony Music
and Universal Music, as well as artists such
as Snarky Puppy, Lena Meyer-Landrut and

Michaeal Wollry.
Recognising the potential for further
expansion, the couple approached

WSDG fo assist with designing Stedio
B, an additonal production space wilhin
Soundiabrk Berlin. WSDG's role included
providing expertise in struciural acoustics,
sound isolation and room acouslics for the
renavation, which was asmed at balancing
artistic visson with technical preciscon

The newly added Studio B features a
room-within-room  design, optimised for
Dolby Atmos mixing and immersive Buck
praduction. With ATC main monilors
and an EVE Audio Dolby Atmos system,
the room dalivers a high-fidelity awdio
experience that allows artists to create with
unparalleled precision

A major design goal was preserving the
aasthetic integrity of the historic space, so
translucent glass walls were retained, while
advanced acoustic treatments and sound
solation technigues were meticulously
integrated, The design also accounied for
the compact size of the room, ensuring thal
every detail from the decoupled gypsum
structure %o the cusfiom acoustic panels
contributed to It acoustically superior
performanca

Castelhano expresses his enthusiasm
about the collaboration: *It was a pleasure
working with WSDG™ he says. “Dirk
Noy [pariner, general manager Europe,
WSDG) anc his team understood my
weas right away. They are not anty experts

in acoustics, but they really istened io
what | wanted to achieve. The acoustic
design |s precise and the resulls speak for
themselves.

Desplte challenges such as post-COVID
malerial shortages and cost surges,
the renovation progressed smmoothly,
thanks 10 the team's carefd planning
and collaboration. Key fteam members
from WSDG. including Gabrel Hausaer,
partner and dwector of acoustics, and
Tobéas Behrens, partner, senior consultant,
authorised officer at ADA AMC, a WSDG
company, played vilal roles in ensuring
the technical execution met the highest
standards

On top of the studio's acoustic design,
WSDG's scope of work also included
site supervision, overseeing constructon
and initial acoustic measurements. The
project also benefited from the expertise of
sysiem integrator Florian Stnucken, Owner
and CEO at AVS Medientechnik, who
contributed to the set-up of the studio's
audio and networking Infrastructure
Soundfabrik Bedin's newly renovated
facility now inclusdes Iwo world-class
produciion spaces. Studio A remains a
versatile anvironment for live recording,
featuring @ 100 square melre live room,
a Steinway D grand piano and a Neve
Genesys Black 32 console. Meanwhile, the
additon of Studio B enhances the studio's
abllity to cater to modem audio prodguction
